“Will the members of the Outgoing Council
please gather the records you wish to transfer to the
new Council members and come forward to join me
and the new Council”?

Files are handed over and the outgoing Council
returns to their seats.

“As you accept these files so carefully preserved
by your predecessors, | encourage you to follow in
their footsteps by carrying out the duties associated
with your Office diligently. | exhort you, and
everyone present, in the words of St. Basil the
Great:

‘Do not allow someone else to do the work
allotted to you lest the reward be taken from you
and given to another, and someone else be
honored with your riches while you remain empty-
handed.

Be on your guard against shoddy service just as
if God were watching you. Be afraid to render a
service as if it were something superfluous or of no
value even if the services of your hands are paltry.

Living the Gospel Life

St. John the Beloved Fraternity recently “took the H2O challenge”. Maybe your
fraternity wants to consider a similar project.

THE PROBLEM: In some countries, people do not have access to clean drinking
water. Imagine no stores nearby to buy bottled water. No tap in your house to fturn
on. You have to walk a long distance to draw water from a river or stream. It is
unimaginable!

THE SOLUTION: This year, Franciscan Youth groups around the USA and SFO
fraternities will join together to collect money to help bring clean water o those
most in need. How? By donating to the H20 project, which collects money for
organizations that build wells in developing countries.

THE CHALLENGE: For two weeks (St. John the Beloved chose Lent/Easter) make
water your only beverage. Then contribute the money you would have spent at the
soda machine and coffee shop. (If that is foo much of a sacrifice to give up your
milk, coffee, soda, etc., for two weeks, you make drink what you want AND donate
that amount to the cause or whatever amount you choose! $1? $5? $10? $50? Any
amount is welcome! You do not have to submit your name with your contribution.)

THE DIFFERENCE: Preventable water related diseases kill one child every 15
seconds. That's 8,000 every day (and that's just the children!).

The fraternity would collect the money at the end of the two weeks and forward
it to the national Franciscan Youth. If you would like to read more about the project
you may log onto www.theh2oproject.org .

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Formation Directors Workshop Anne Mulqueen & Mary Simmons

On Saturday, May 3, 2008, Anne Mulqueen, SFO, International Councilor, held an open forum with
the MD/PA/DE Area Formation Directors at Charlestown Retirement Community in Baltimore. The
workshop was arranged by Mary Simmons, SFO, Regional Councilor for the area. Prior to the meeting,
formation directors submitted specific questions that were important to them as they go about the
formation process

The main consensus was not surprising...Formation Directors need to place a great deal of emphasis
on “Discernment, Discernment, Discernment.”

Anne pointed out that from the beginning of the formation process until the end, it is important to
tell the Formatee that they are discerning their vocation, and that we are discerning their vocation. The
Formatee should be told this early on and they should be told this many times during the formation
process. In this way, if either comes to the realization that they do not have a vocation, it will be earlier
rather than late in the process.

Formation, she explained, is the responsibility of the whole Fraternity. Council Members and those
who are mature in their vocation should be invited by their Fraternity to share in the formation process.
Some of the fraternities present talked about having formation teams. For some fraternities, an alternating
process works well with teams switching every four to six months. In this way, more people in the
fraternity are available to help discern the potential Formatee’s vocation.

Sometimes, it is very apparent that someone does not have a vocation, but other times, it is not so
apparent to all discerning. Before recommending a Candidate to become professed, the Council should
listen to the recommendation of the Formation Director and formation team. The Council should then take
a secret ballot allowing every council member to vote. If the Council decides that the Candidate does not
have a vocation, then the Council gets the benefit of the doubt and that person is not professed.

One suggestion Anne made was if there are some doubts by the Council, then the Council should
take another secret ballot, asking the Council members to write down their concerns about the Candidate
so that the Council can openly discuss these issues. In this way a wise and responsible decision about the
Candidate can be made.

Anne asked that formation directors take this discernment process very seriously, because if those
that we know should not be Professed are not weeded out, then eventually serious problems arise that
need to be dealt with often on a regional or national level, when it could have been dealt with early on at
the Fraternal Level.

Anne pointed out that all are not called to be Secular Franciscans. It is the quality of vocations that
we are looking for, not quantity. Pope Benedict verbalized this same sentiment when discussing
vocations to the priesthood. Let us continue to PRAY, PRAY, PRAY and ask God to send us committed
Candidates.

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£ Assisi bans begging!

It was a headline that caught my eye recently in
the Catholic press...a story out of ltaly that the
Mayor of Assisi, Claudio Ricci, signed an ordinance
in mid-April that virtually prohibits begging
anywhere within the town. My first reaction was
“what would St. Francis think of that?” Of all places
that should understand the concept of sharing our
bounty with the poor, one would think that the
birthplace of St. Francis would be at the top of the
list.

The mayor said he instituted the ban after
receiving complaints from pilgrims, tourists and
citizens. In their opinion, the beggars outside the
city’'s medieval churches were “aggressive and
insistent.”

Conventual Franciscan Father Vincenzo Coli,
the custodian of the Basilica of St. Francis of
Assisi, indicated that in his opinion the mayor’s
action might be a good thing.

“We need to see how it's applied,” he said, “but
if it brings about a certain respect for oneself, for
the places and for others, it's not a bad thing.”

He pointed out that St. Francis sometimes
begged alms to share the experience of the poor,
but said that this should be done only when it was
not possible to support oneself through work.

It's difficult to say what the 13" century saint
would do today, he added, because the times have
changed dramatically.

“Today one needs to be attentive. We have
people who are doing this as a profession,” said
Father Coli, “and others who are really in need.”
